Council discussed the issues they have had with HRI, Inc. in the past and the letter that was sent to them at that time.  They asked Attorney Green if they were able to refuse the bid from HRI, Inc. because two years ago they did contracted work for us and things were done incorrectly and had to be fixed?  Mr. Green asked if their workmanship was inferior?  Did they completely fix it?  Mr. Furmanchik said the work was inferior and they did not do anything with the curbs.  He said we bragged about our heritage here and our architectural heritage surrounds stone curbing.  They covered the stone curbing up.  We asked them to take it off and it was next to impossible.  

Attorney Green said they are lowest responsible bidder and if council can articulate to him that council does not believe they are responsible and the reasons why and if there were issues with their work and they had to come back then yes, they can refuse the bid.  Mrs. Gates said there was a letter the former manager, Mr. Oliveros had regarding that issue.

HRI Inc. was the lower bid but council is refusing the bid due to past  dissatisfactory work.
